OF KINGS AND KINGSHIP

Americans have an uncomfortable relationship
with kings. The American Revolution was fought for
independence from King George, after all. Nonetheless,
today every Catholic church around the world celebrates
the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Uni-
verse. Today’s feast invites us to look beyond our nation-
al loyalties and rejoice in our primary identity. We are
children of God in Jesus, Christ the King. Our readings
help us consider what it’s like to belong to God’s king-
dom. The book of Samuel captures the deep longing of
the Israelites for a king to shepherd them. Saint Paul re-
minds the Colossians that we belong to the kingdom of
Christ, whose power he praises in a beautiful hymn. Fi-
nally, Luke’s Gospel calls to mind the kind of king Jesus
chooses to be—a suffering servant, a man for others. By
sacrificing his life for us, Jesus throws open the gates of
Paradise.

Building active listening skills with children

Building your active listening skills with the children in your
life can help you communicate more effectively with them, and
it can also clue you in to any suspicious or potentially danger-
ous relationships in their lives. Active listening lets the speaker
know that you have heard, understood, and valued what he or
she said. Often, children don’t feel this way, but with a few
easy tactics, you can change that, building a relationship of
trust and respect. As an active listener, be sure to make eye
contact while the child is speaking. Ask follow-up questions
and check in to make sure you both understand what’s being
said. Avoid “yes or no” questions and instead ask open-ended
questions that will keep the conversation going.
