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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 By Candlemas, forty days after Christmas, Feb-
ruary 2, the season of Christ’s coming has depleted 
our candle supply. Soon, the parish will order a new 
paschal candle from a catalogue or candlemaker, or 
in some communities, wax will be collected to be 
melted and molded. Last year’s paschal candle 
shows the wear and tear of summer heat, or many 
funerals or baptisms. 
 Paschal candles have been around since at least 
the fourth century, when Constantine’s biographer 
Eusebius reported that the night of the sacred vigil 
was “transformed into the brilliancy of day, by light-
ing throughout the city pillars of wax, while burning 
lamps in every place so that the splendor of this night 
was brighter than the brightest daylight.” 
 Light was a precious commodity in the ancient 
world, and this lavish use of precious beeswax was a 
sign of the Christian’s call to bear Christ’s light into 
the world’s darkness. In a pre‑electric age, a whole 
city aglow from the paschal flame must have been a 
glorious sight, and a reminder to every baptized 
Christian of our vocation to “be the light of the 
world.”

CALLED TO BE HOLY 
 With this Sunday we begin Ordinary Time. The read-
ings tell us about God’s relationship with Israel and John 
the Baptist’s relationship with Jesus. Israel’s relationship 
with God is so close, so intimate, that it is through Israel 
that God’s “salvation [will] reach to the ends of the 
earth” (Isaiah 49:6). But we know from John the Baptist 
that for Israel to accomplish God’s will, it must also rec-
ognize that Jesus is the Son of God. During these weeks 
we also get to know Jesus. We begin to understand more 
deeply our relationship to Jesus and what that relationship 
means for us, who are “called to be holy” (1 Corinthians 
1:2).

Children learn from an early age that adults are figures 
of authority — teachers, police officers, bus drivers, 
babysiƩers. We need our children to listen to the people 
who are in charge of them, but this message must be 
communicated so that children know it’s okay to sƟck up 
for themselves too. Adult predators may try to use their 
authority to gain control over their vicƟms. Children 
should know that when it comes to private parts, se-
crets, and things that seem dangerous or wrong, they 
shouldn’t worry about disobeying the adult in charge, 
and instead talk to a trusted adult or a parent.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
 Al escribir Tradiciones de nuestra fe me he encontra-
do con muchas fiestas patronales en España, Latinoamérica y 
Estados Unidos de América. Muchas de ellas mantienen su 
carácter religioso mientras que otras son simplemente una ex-
cusa para festejar, mejorar la economía local o hacer política, 
pero no por estas razones deben ser descartadas. 
 Tomemos, por ejemplo, la fiesta de san Sebastián de 
las Ovejas en la frontera entre Argentina y Chile. Esta fiesta es 
más vieja que ambas naciones y su peregrinación pisa los dos 
suelos. A lo largo del tiempo, esta fiesta ha sufrido por razones 
políticas entre ambas naciones, pero a partir de 1980 las autori-
dades eclesiásticas, civiles y gubernamentales han intentado 
revitalizar esta fiesta por varios motivos. 
 Las autoridades eclesiásticas la usan para renovar el 
cristianismo añadiendo las enseñanzas y prácticas del Concilio 
Vaticano II a las tradiciones antiguas. Las autoridades civiles la 
utilizan para incrementar el comercio y el turismo en la región. 
Los gobiernos de Chile y Argentina la ven como un enlace be-
néfico entre ambas naciones. 
 Las fiestas patronales buscan integrar todos los aspec-
tos del ser humano, su política, economía, cultura, celebración 
y religión.
