RESPONDING TO THE CALL

Do we truly know the voice of Christ? Do we truly
respond to the voice of our shepherd with our own distinctive
voice?

Whether we use the image of children or of sheep to
understand our relationship with Christ, we believe that we are
all known and called by name. With this great gift comes a
responsibility: to respond to the call with our own distinctive
voice, to take time to discern exactly what our call is, to
determine precisely what the will of the Father is for each of us.
