 Have you ever known a moment when, just for a 
brief instant, you felt that all was right with the world? It 
is just such a moment, stretched into eternity, that the 
writer of Isaiah describes in today’s first reading: the  
perfection of everything, centered in God’s spirit, where 
knowledge, justice, and awe in God’s presence reign. In 
such a paradise, everyone sees eye to eye and thinks in 
harmony with each other, as Saint Paul describes in his 
letter to the Romans. Even animals with a natural  
animosity toward one another coexist peacefully. John 
the Baptist understood that such harmonious relationships 
do not simply happen. They are the fruit of living in right 
relationship with God and others.

California act protects children online  
The California Age-Appropriate Design Code Act, 
which was signed into law in September, requires 
companies to assess potential harm in how they use 
data from children (defined as any user under 18) in 
new services or features, and to enact plans to reduce 
risk. Companies are also banned from using minors’ 
information in “materially detrimental” ways, such 
as routing searches for weight loss to photos of  
supermodels, and from collecting, sharing, or selling 
a minor’s personal information by default. For more 
information about this new law, read “California 
takes child protection seriously with new online law” 
on AngelusNews.com.

La Ley del Código de Diseño Apropiado para la 
Edad de California, que se convirtió en ley en  
septiembre, requiere que las empresas evalúen el  
daño potencial en la forma en que utilizan los datos 
de los niños (definidos como cualquier usuario 
menor de 18 años) en nuevos servicios o funciones, 
y promulgar planes para reducir el riesgo. Las  
empresas también tienen prohibido usar la 
 información de menores de manera “materialmente 
 prejudicial”, como enrutar búsquedas de pérdida de 
peso a fotos de supermodelos, y recopilar, compartir 
o vender la información personal de un menor de 
forma predeterminada.

OUR FASCINATING FAITH 
The Immaculate Conception (December 8) 
 December 8 we celebrate the patronal solemnity 
of the United States and the greatest of Mary’s Advent 
festivals. On that day we remember Mary’s conception in 
the womb of her mother (and nine months later, on  
September 8, we celebrate Mary’s birth). In this liturgy, 
we affirm our belief that God prepared Mary to be the 
mother of the son of God by allowing her a share, from 
the moment of her conception, in the salvation that would 
be won for all by Christ.  
 Five mothers make their presence felt on  
December 8. The first is Eve, the mother of all the living. 
The second is Mary’s mother, who conceived, brought to 
birth, and nurtured an “immaculate” daughter who would 
become the mother of the Word made Flesh. The third is 
Elizabeth, who conceived her son John “in her old age.” 
The fourth, of course, is Mary herself. Finally, the letter 
to the Ephesians and the texts of the Mass for this feast 
remind us that the Church has been “chosen” to be a  
spiritual mother. We pray: “The image of the Virgin is 
found in your Church . . . Trace in our actions the lines of 
her love, in our hearts her readiness of faith.” 
 In this Advent time, we are called, as Mary was, 
to make room for Christ in our hearts. What will it take, 
what will be the cost for us to become, as Mary became, 
real “bearers of the Word?” Let us be open to the  
intercession of Mary on our behalf, that we may become 
more and more like her beloved Son.

NUESTRA FASCINANTE FE 
La Inmaculada Concepción (8 de diciembre) 
 El 8 de diciembre celebramos la solemnidad 
patronal de los Estados Unidos y la mayor de las fiestas 
de Adviento de María. Ese día recordamos la concepción 
de María en el seno de su madre (y nueve meses después, 
el 8 de septiembre, celebramos el nacimiento de María). 
En esta liturgia, afirmamos nuestra creencia de que Dios 
preparó a María para ser la madre del hijo de Dios al 
permitirle participar, desde el momento de su concepción, 
en la salvación que sería ganada para todos por Cristo.  
 Cinco madres hacen sentir su presencia el 8 de 
diciembre. La primera es Eva, la madre de todos los 
vivos. La segunda es la madre de María, que concibió, dio 
a luz y alimentó a una hija “inmaculada” que se 
convertiría en la madre del Verbo hecho carne.
