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Create a Family Prayer Space at Home

In the coming weeks, families will be spending more time together at home. One good use of this time would be to pray
together on a regular basis. This prayer time together can be enhanced by creating a place in your home dedicated to
prayer.
Making a place for prayer in our home can help us do what the Gospel tells us, to go into an “inner room” to pray
(Matthew 6:6). Make your prayer place as quiet, uncluttered, and “desert-like” as possible. It can be the corner of a
room or any unused space. Furnish your prayer place with a Bible, prayer books, cross, rosary, icons, and a candle. En-
courage family members to use the prayer place for personal as well as family prayer. You can bless your place of pray-
er, saying:

Come, Holy God. Dwell in this place of prayer,

and bless it with your peace and presence.

Bless all who seek you here.

In Jesus’ name we pray. Amen.

This is a persistent theme in
John’s Gospel.

As our
Lenten journey reaches a
crescendo, let us be mindful that,
as people who have “put on
Christ” in baptism, we are also
called, by our attitudes and
actions, to give glory to God.
